Papa Juke is on fire this year after mak-
ing it  to the Final Round of the Colo-
rado Blues Society’s International 
Blues Competition.  Papa Juke’s live 
CD,  Jukin’ at Jack’s,  #3 on the blues 
chart for KRFC Radio, continues to be 
popular and the band is hard at work on 
a new studio CD soon to be released.  
Papa Juke won the “Best of Denver — 
Best Blues Jam” Award from West-
word in 2009, and has performed at 
many outdoor concerts and festivals, in-
cluding for the City of Arvada, the City 
of Lafayette, Engaging Loveland, Foothills 
Park & Rec and the Grand Lake Blues 
Festival.  The band has headlined several 
successful benefit concerts with featured 
guests including Hazel Miller,   John 
Magnie (Subdudes), Erica Brown 
and Lionel Young.  Over the years, 
Papa Juke has performed hundreds of 
shows at local music clubs including Daz-
zle, Jazz @ Jack’s,  Avogadro's Number, 
Outlook Hotel, Waterloo, Center Stage 
at Boulder One, Lincoln’s, Pappadeaux, 
Zephyr Lounge, Island Grill, Conor  O' 
Neill’s, Lakewood Grill, Jake’s Roadhouse 
and Ziggies.  Papa Juke has also appeared 
on Channel 9 News, KRFC FM, 
KGNU and CCTV 54.  There seems to 
be no limit to the growing demand for 
their winning combination of superb song 
writing and their infectiously fun sound!
